	The Commissioner of Central Excise, Ahmedabad-II Commissionerate invites quotations in sealed covers from reputed parties latest by 1500 Hrs. on 05.09.2011 for hiring of vehicles as specified in the ‘Schedule.’ The monthly hiring charges for the vehicles shown at Sr. No. 01 & 02 of the tender notice  should not be more than Rs. 25,000/- exclusive of Service tax as the said vehicles are being hired under the utilization of 1% revenue scheme.   
	The bid shall consist of two parts – Technical bid and Financial bid. Both the bids are to be placed in two separate sealed envelopes. 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TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR HIRING OF VEHICLES

The interested parties must be capable of providing vehicles on their own on the following terms and conditions:-
1) The bidder should have a registered and well-established Taxi Agency/Firm having sufficient number of latest models of vehicles (Commercial) for hiring. The Bidder should be able to provide   nine vehicles.  
2) The service provider would be required to keep the vehicle in perfect running condition with shining body and clean interior having good upholstery/white towels. The vehicles should not be older than the Model / make year 2009.
3) In case, the condition of vehicles is not found to be satisfactory, they shall be returned for immediate replacement. In case no replacement is provided within a reasonable time, this office would have a right to hire a vehicle from the market and the cost incurred thereon will be borne by the Service provider. 
4) The drivers deployed by the service provider must have valid driving licence and they must be well trained and conversant with the traffic rules and other relevant Govt. regulation.  The driver shall observe all the etiquette and protocol while performing the duties. They   should wear a uniform, which is to be provided by the service provider. The service provider will ensure that all the drivers have an operational mobile phone at his own cost.  
5) The drivers once deployed should not be changed unless requested by the office. The vehicle must be available at any time on any day as desired by the officers concerned. 
6) The service provider will have to submit his bill on monthly basis. The bills should be typed and submitted in triplicate, to the GSO in 1st week of every month. The payment will be made as per the availability of fund.  
7) A daily log indicating time and mileage for each vehicle shall be maintained and submitted to GSO regularly for scrutiny.  
8) Once the hiring of vehicles commences from a particular operator, the driver should not be changed unless requested by the Office. The vehicle must be available at any time on any day as desired by the Officers concerned.
9) This office shall be liable to pay only hiring charges as awarded in the contract. Hiring charges are inclusive of monthly charges of driver, maintenance of vehicles, petrol/diesel oil and any other incidental expenses relating to the hired vehicles. 
10) The Department reserves the right to increase or decrease the number of hired vehicles at any time during the period of agreement between the Department and the service provider.
11) The vehicle would be required to report at 09.00 hrs every day and will remain at the disposal of this office until 21.00 hrs. Nevertheless, in case of any exigent circumstances, the vehicles would be required for longer period at no extra cost on this account. 
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12) In case of breakdown of any vehicle while on duty, it shall be the responsibility of the service provider to provide a substitute vehicle immediately. In case, the vehicle does not report within a reasonable time/does not report at all, the Department would have a right to hire vehicle from the market and the additional cost incurred by the office will be borne by the service provider. 

13) The vehicle should have a comprehensive insurance as per the law applicable to cover the risk during the contract period. In case of any accident, the service provider would alone be liable to settle any claim arising thereof.

14) In case of any dispute of any kind and in any respect whatsoever, the decision of this office shall be final and binding.

15) The service provider will not give any instructions to the drivers concerned directly. All the instructions would be routed through the GSO.

16) Vehicle should be kept ready with sufficient fuel. However, in case of any emergency, if any officer refuels on payment from his pocket, the same should be reimbursed by the service provider immediately.

17) The performance of the service provider would be reviewed on quarterly basis. 

18) The Contract may be renewed for a further period as mutually agreed upon, subject to satisfactory performance.  

19) If any of the terms & conditions mentioned above at Sl. No. (1) to (18) are violated by the service provider or for any other reasons, the service is not found to be satisfactory, the service provider will be liable for penalty @ 10% of the monthly bill and/or the contract would be liable for cancellation with immediate effect without any prior notice. In case the service provider wishes to withdraw any vehicle or all the vehicles, he will have to give prior notice of 30 days, failing which this office would have the right to take appropriate action as deemed fit.
